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- Indiana received $518 million in federal R&D in FY 2000, 0.7 percent of the national total, which gives it 
a ranking of 25th among the 50 states and the District of Columbia. The state is home to 6.1 million people, 
or 2.2 percent of the total U.S. population (14th in rank). Its gross state product in 2000 was $192 billion 
(1.9 percent of the national gross domestic product and 15th among the 50 states and DC; see Facts and 
Rankings). 
 
- Indiana ranks 41st in federal R&D per capita at $85 in FY 2000, only a quarter of the national average of 
$269. 
 
- Indiana's strength in R&D lies in its ties to the automobile and pharmaceutical industries. Total R&D 
performed in Indiana in 2000, the latest year for which industry R&D data are available, was $3.3 billion, 
$2.7 billion of which was performed by industry, nearly all of which came out of company funds (see Table 
4). These industry R&D totals far exceed the flow of federal R&D funds to the state. The two largest 
private employers in the state are Delco Electronics (a subsidiary of General Motors) and GM, both with 
over 20,000 employees. These two companies have major R&D facilities in the state engaged in the 
development of automotive technologies. The state is also home to the R&D operations of Eli Lilly and 
Company, whose pharmaceutical products are used to treat depression, schizophrenia, diabetes, cancer, and 
osteoporosis, among other ailments. 
 
- Of the federal total, slightly more than half ($264 million) came from DOD, which was distributed mostly 
to industrial firms ($175 million) in the state, and most of the remainder ($62 million) to DOD labs (see 
Table 1). Most of the labs are engaged in the development of new weapons prototypes, but DOD labs also 
conduct research on the properties of high-temperature materials and metals. DOD labs include the Naval 
Surface Warfare Center Crane Division in Crane.  
 
- The federal government supplied $251 million in R&D funds to Indiana universities in FY 2000, $129 
million of which came from the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS; see Table 2 and Chart 
3). Indiana University received $128 million, of which $92 million came from HHS and $26 million from 
NSF. The university ranks 43rd among the top university recipients of federal R&D. NSF supports the 
Indiana University Cyclotron Facility, which enables researchers to work with subatomic particles. The 
facility also receives funds from DOE.  
 
- Purdue University received $88 million in FY 2000 (62nd among the top university recipients of federal 
R&D), of which HHS and NSF contributed $28 and $20 million, respectively. One of NSF's Materials 
Research Science and Engineering Centers is located at Purdue. Purdue is also the 8th-largest recipient of 
USDA R&D funds among the nation’s universities.  
 
- Indiana's universities rely less on federal funds for R&D than the national average. Indiana universities 
received only 44.9 percent of their total R&D funds from the federal government in FY 2000, compared to 
the 58.2 percent national average (see Table 3).
